Walker Township
Park Rules and Regulations

“The Walker Township parks are the collaborative efforts of the dedicated
volunteers who have devoted their time and efforts to establishing these grounds.
Your assistance, by abiding by the rules of the park, helps to maintain the park
as a clean family oriented facility for all to enjoy.

Thank you for your cooperation.”

General

1, Township parks are open DAWN to DUSK.

2 Destruction, damage or removal of any vegetation or defacement of park
property is prohibited.

3. Loading and unloading of vehicles must be done from parking lot areas. No

person shall drive a motor vehicle within or upon any part of the park,

recreation area or open space.

All vehicles must park in designed areas. No parking on grass.

No off-road vehicles are allowed in the park.

The multipurpose trail is intended to be used exclusively for walking,

handicapped access (wheel chairs) and jogging. No person shall operate

any motor vehicle whatsoever upon or over the multipurpose trail except for

maintenance and/or emergency vehicles.

7. Dogs must be kept under restraint at all times by means of a leash. Waste
must be picked up and properly disposed of.

8  Firearms, air guns, paint ball guns, bows and arrows, crossbows, and
fireworks are prohibited.

9. Golfing or (practice) driving of golf balls in the park is prohibited.

10. Glass bottles and containers are prohibited.

11. No person in attendance at the park:
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*Shall bring into the facility, possess of consume any alcoholic beverage(s)
or illegal drugs of any kind.

*Shall enter the park in an intoxicated state or otherwise be under the
influence of alcohol or illegal drugs.

*Shall disturb the peace by any conduct so as to annoy any other person
using the park.

*Shall use threatening, abusing, insulting profane or obscene language.
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Please obey all “FIELD CLOSED" signs.

13. Any maintenance issues shall be brought to the attention of the Recreation

Board.

14. All areas used must be “policed” for trash. Policing includes non-field areas
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such as parking, playground, pavilion and concession building areas.

Bases must be returned to appropriate storage areas and base plugs
reinstalled.

NO “Soft Toss” batting practice into fencing.

Facilities must be left in a condition equal or better than when found.

No work is to be done or changes made to park facilities without prior written
approval of the Walker Township Recreation Board.
